


DIRECTIONS 460

STEP #1.

Remove original bar if your car has one.

Bolt the mounting plates to the bar first using the bolts
and U-bolts provided.

Paosition the bar under the car arms forward with the
upper holes of the plates aligning with the trailing arms.
Rest the ends of the bar on blocksto keep it in the
approximate correct location. Raisethe other end into
position so the mounting plateisinside thetrailing strut
and against theinboard side. Mark the strut for drilling
using the holesin the plate (GM supplied 4 different
holesin the strut plus many of thistype strutswith no
holes). 1f oneor morealign with the plate hole, they may
be used. Drill the holeswith a 3/8" drill bit.

Pass the long bolts from the inboard side through a
washer, theexisting holein thetrailing strut, through the
hole in the mounting plates, through the spacer, and the
outboard existing hole. Secure with ancother washer and
lock-nut. Repeat on the other side.

Tighten U-balts nutsto 20 ft Ibs. Tighten the cther
lock-nuts to 30 ft Ibs.
